e MAIN RESEARCH FOCUSES

- The main focus of my research activity is the reconstruction of the political debate that
accompanied, along the nineteenth century, the formation in continental Europe of the political
model commonly known today as representative democracy, with special reference to France. In
this context, I am particularly interested in "alternative" forms of democratization, such as the
'commune' seen as a small country and a vehicle of direct democratic participation, or the
establishment of the "jury populaire' as a mean of democratizing the judicial power, and finally the
proposals for direct popular legislation (referendum, popular initiative).

- A second focus, largely connected to the previous one, is represented by ideological history of the
democratic-socialist movements on the mid-nineteenth century, in correspondence with the
revolutions of 1848, with particular regard to the political debate of the Second French Republic
(1848-1852) - that experienced for the first time in Europe universal male suffrage and presidential
system -, to the formation of the first socialist theories and to the political migration of European
democrats to England and Belgium.

- From a methodological point of view, I am interested in aspects related to the "linguistic turn" in
history of political thought, starting from the theories of the so called Cambridge School, which
have emphasized the linguistic and collective dimension of political reflection in specific historical
contexts. Among the still largely unexplored potentialities that this kind of approach entails, I have
taken in consideration, in particular: the use by historians of political ideas of "unconventional"
sources - such as literary texts, lexicographical works (dictionaries and encyclopaedias), images of
all kind -; the study of the translation of political texts from one language to another as an
ideological operation in itself, accomplished by specifics historical actors whose intentions must be
reconstructed; the application of linguistic-computational analysis
to the history of political thought, through lexicographical and digital tools.
